	Travel Directions
	The event will be signed from Crosspool (SK321871 Post code S10 5DT) on the A57 out of Sheffield towards Manchester and then along Sandygate Road and then Redmires Road.
Bus no 51 departs from Sheffield centre (Arundel Gate) at 9.35am, 10.10am,10.40am and 11.10am and arrives at Lodge Moor 300m from Parking and Assembly 


	Parking and Assembly
	In the public car park which serves the recreation ground at Lodge Moor (Post code S10 4LJ). This car park will take about 80 cars and after that cars will have to park on the verge along Redmires road. 


	Terrain
	The area is mainly along a N/NE facing slope with much contour detail and bouldery in parts (especially for longer courses). There is a path and wall network in parts but runnability will be affected by the general physicality of the terrain, although shorter courses are in the ‘less sloping’ part of Rivelin. Some ground is waterlogged and one path in particular (used on Light Green and Orange) is unfortunately rather muddy. The main stream, the Wyming Brook, may be difficult to cross but courses have been designed to allow the use of bridges with little or no penalty. In the NE part of the area the vegetation is diffuse and the mapping is more generalised. Several courses involve cross-over legs and careful compass use is required.

Sheffield Wildlife Trust is thinning the central and western parts of the area so you may come across some brashings and transient paths where this has taken place.

On the Brown and Blue courses one high wall is marked as a ‘purple’ un-crossable boundary. Soon after the start competitors on the Brown, Blue and Green courses will encounter tapes bounding an OOB area. Shortly afterwards these courses will involve a steep, but short, descent. 
The White course isn’t suitable for pushchairs.
