        TRAVEL:           See map below. There are many routes to the area, and lots of one-way streets in the immediate vicinity. Infirmary road is due to be closed up until 1st May for tram rail replacement, but as we know these things can get delayed so approach from the Roundabout at the south end of Netherthorpe road may be safer.  The tram service will not run down Infirmary Road, but will still run to nearest stop at Shalesmoor (500m to assembly, may need to change at the Cathedral if coming from Meadowhall). You may park anywhere on the roadsides; obey traffic signs and be courteous to residents. You may also park at the end of the Tesco carpark away from the store entrance but please make a purchase!

     FACILITIES:        Assembly is at the north east end of the Ponderosa Park, the start routes will be marked from here. There are no specific toilets but if you park in Tesco’s...also the Philadelphia pub is open from 12 and serves very reasonably priced soft drinks and has toilets for those purchasing. Please do not form queues or inconvenience other users in any way.
