Car Parking on track with overflow on road – there is a 2m barrier at the entrance to the car park we may not be able to open so tall vehicles may have to park on the road. Car parks at the top and bottom of the track are to be kept as clear as possible for use of members of the general public.
Terrain:
Generally beautiful, fast, open, gently undulating, runnable woodland, with a few tougher areas to provide a different challenge. Several quarried areas for technical intrigue, and gullies which were formed by fire-fighters just after the second word war to help contain a forest fire. Good path network. In some areas there are brambles and bracken, courses have been planned to avoid these.
